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I am studying about the Diatryma because down at my cabin there is a rock that has a footprint that we think is the Diatryma’s. The Diatryma is a flightless prehistoric bird. The Diatryma lived in the Eocene and Paleocene period (58 Million years ago).
                        

The Diatryma had a big head. On his huge head there was a GIGANTIC beak. It has brown feathers. Its legs were long and fat. On his feet were 3 front toes and 1 back toe. It had small wings and also a small tale. The Diatryma was around 7 feet tall.                


The Diatryma’s habitat was the rainforests because in the Eocene and Paleocene there was forest all over the world. In the Paleocene period the continents Asia, Europe, and North America were still connected. Then at the end of the Paleocene and the beginning of the Eocene the continents became unconnected, that’s how the Diatryma got separated to North America and Europe. Some other animals in the Eocene and Paleocene were Primates, Rodents, Squids, Hippos, Pigs, Camels, Wolfs, Rhinoceroses, Bats, and Horses. 


In 1989 Allison Andors did an experiment. The results told him that the Diatryma was an herbivore because its beak was not pointed and its toes did not have vicious talons. But 2 years latter (1991) two men, Lawrence Witmer and Kenneth Rose said the bird was a carnivore, it has a HUGE head so that means it is looking for larger pray than a leaf. For then on they said the Diatryma is a carnivore.            
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
